SUNDAY SCHOOL FOR 
CHILDREN, TEENS AND ADULTS 
Sunday School begins on September 
19, 2010, and ends on May 15, 
2011. This program offers classes for 
preschool, elementary, junior and 
senior high teens, as well as adults.  

Classes are held in the UCDS building across the street 
from the church, from 10:30 to 11:45 AM. Tuition for 
children is $25 per child for the first two children in a 
family, $15 per additional child. Scholarships are available 
- just indicate your need for such when registering.  
Registration forms and a calendar of class dates can be 
found in the racks in the main church vestibule. 
 

FIRST PENANCE, FIRST EUCHARIST PREPARATION 
Children are eligible to receive First Penance and First 
Eucharist at age seven or older. Preparation classes are 
held on Sunday mornings as part of our Sunday School 
program, unless other arrangements are approved by the 
parish religious education director. There are three 
required meetings for parents of children receiving these 
sacraments - one in the fall and two in the spring. The 
exact dates will be announced. 
 

BAPTISM FOR CHILDREN OVER FIVE YEARS OF AGE 
If your child is aged five or older, and you desire to have 
him/her baptized, it is expected that they will begin a 
period of formal instruction to prepare for receiving the 
initiation sacraments at Easter. Typically this preparation 
takes place through our Sunday School program, which 
meets from 10:30-11:45 AM. If you wish to have your 
child over age five baptized, please contact Marilyn 
Thornton to set up an interview. 
 

SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION 
Archbishop Brunett, or one of his auxiliary bishops, will 
visit Blessed Sacrament to confer the Sacrament of 
Confirmation in the spring of 2011. The exact date will be 
announced.  If you are sixteen years or older, and wish to 
be confirmed, please contact Marilyn Thornton to register 
for our Confirmation preparation program. A series of ten 
preparation classes will be held on alternate Sunday 
evenings from January through May, 2011. An overnight 
retreat will be scheduled for a time agreeable to the 
candidates. The cost is $50 per candidate, which helps to 
defray the expense of the retreat and program materials. 
(Scholarships are available.)

Join Dr. Tim Gray and Jon Talbot for a 
ten-week study of the book of Exodus. Exodus: Called to 
Freedom has a similar format and focus with the exciting 
"Quick Journey Through the Bible" program that we 
presented last fall, with Jeff Cavins. We will meet in the 
Margaret of Savoy Conference Room in the Priory on 
Tuesdays, from 7:30-9:00 PM, beginning September 21.   
 

The Exodus can be viewed as the defining moment in 
Israelõs history, for it was then that God called Israel out of 
slavery in Egypt and to a life of freedom as His people. 
Exodus: Called to Freedom looks through the lens of Christ 
and the Church to show that, more than just  
seeking to free His people from the domination  
of Pharaoh, God desired to free His people  
from the far more sinister tyranny of sin, so  
they could live the authentic freedom  
that belongs to children of God.  
Because of this, the Exodus story  
is not just Israelõs story, it is our  
story as well; it tells us who God  
is and what He calls us to be.
